Again, in the vicinity ef St Jeres, France a critical shortage
ef mertar ammunitien érese. Captain Bergdale on this eccasien er-
ganized gsearching parties, searched areas where battles had been
recently feught, and secured sufficient ammunitien te meet the de-
mandsfer this actlien.

On the leng meve frem Periers te LeMans, France and thence te
Sees, Captain Bergdale meved hls large supply ef ammunitien by shu-
ttle because he realized the danger invelved in having the nermal
depets se Tar behind and the pessibility ef being cut eff witheut
sufficient ammunitien supply.

During the entire battle ef France, Captain Bergdale has es-
tablished the regimental ammunitien dump well ferward, making re-
supply by the battallens a matter ef minutes rather than heurs, al-
theugh en many eccasiens his installatien has been under enemy ar-
tillery fire, -

Captain Bergdale's success in supplying ammunitien te the
