He was highly respacied in his field,
and leclured al scienbiic confierences in the USA and intematicnally. During WWII, J. Q. Lynd served in the Army with the 801h Infantry Division, under
General George C, Patton. He landed on Utah Beach in Nommandy on D-Day, June 6, 1844, He was severely injured dunng the batdie for strategic Hill 122
near Peniers, France, in July 1944, and received a Purple Heart.
